Ban Plastic Grocery Bags-

Enacting one of the nation’'s most
aggressive environmental measures, the Los Angeles
County Board of Supervisors voted yesterday to ban
plastic grocery bags in unincorporated areas of the
county. The ban, which will cover nearly 1.1 miltion
residents countywide, is to the point: "No store shall
provide to any customer a plastic carryout bag.”
Grocers Who choose to offer bags will sell them for 10
cents each. Environmentalists hope that the ban will
help diminish the 8 billion plastic bags used in LAeach
year, 1.5 billion of which ends up as "urban
tumbleweed" on the
street.
Similarly Rajasthan government has brought out a
ban on polythene bags in the state from today.
Violating the ban could tand you in jail till 5 years and
even pay Rs one lakh as fine. Make it a habit to use
reusable bags at the store.
So following are alternatives to ban polythene bags in
M.P.

1. Put heavy tax on poly bags in reverse
thickness wise, i.e. thinner the bag tax is
higher, like Rs. 1/- per bag, made of thinnest
polythene, which is generally used by
vegetable vendors.

2. To make people carry Basket or Cotton bags
from home to buy Sabji in Hat or from
vegetable vendors, put ban in carrying / selling
vegetable in poly bags. This will reduce half
the poly bags.

3. Give incentive to low income group in house
industries making bags out of old news
papers / brown papers.

4. Like in Jodhpur, ask Big shopkeepers to use
old cloth bags for sold items packing while
handing over to customer.

5. Finally-We do not inherit the earth from our
ancestors; we borrow it from our children.
